Iljustration 3/2 :: First seen May 21 1991

Can anyone fill the gap between April 2 and May 21 1991 ? The
changeover was slmost certainly between May 6 and May 20 1991 for the
reasons. given in the next paragraph.

George L. Mactedo Jr. gave the following zccount of the events whinch
leed to the removal of the "POBTAL STATION OPLNING DAY" datestamp

from use, In April 1991 a client mentioned that the Opening Day
cancellation was 3$ill in use at Palikir, Mr, Machado is a friend

of Ignacio Stephen the FSM Assistant Postmaster General and in the
first week in May wrote to him suggesting that the datestamp be amend-—
ed to remove the reference to the Opening Day. On June 14 1991

Mr. Tipano of the FSM Postal Service wrote tc say "Paliklr sStation
handstamp has now been modified so the COpening Day portion does not
appear", This was confirmed on June 28 1991 in a letter from Ignacio
Stephen to Mr. Machado.
